Keep the DVD flat -- do not flex it.

•
These home-recorded DVDs are very sensitive to bending or flexing.

•
The quickest way to destroy the disc is to bend it.

•
To remove from case, push down on plastic in center of hole, and 

push up on bottom of case, so that the DVD pops out
